Work experience and placement opportunities

This programme has a very clear professional focus. Much of your learning happens within a simulated workplace 

environment, where you work with students from many other programmes working in a similar manner. However, the 

programme also recognises the benefit of work placements in the industry. In previous years, many students have 

gone on to work for the companies for which they did their placement.

 

The field has many partnerships with theatres and associated companies to support you, such as The Theatre Royal 

Bath, The National Theatre, English National Opera and Birmingham Royal Ballet. However, these do not restrict your 

ability to seek a placement with any appropriate provider. As part of your programme you must undertake a 

placement at level 6, and you may do so in either semester. Given the nature of your final year, when you take your 

placement will fit into your production schedule for the year, so your tutors discuss this with you to ensure you get 

the best-fit for your particular career ambitions. 

 

This programme can also be taken as a 'Sandwich' degree, which is studied over 4 years and includes a year-long 

work placement in a sector of your choice. The placement year is completed between years 2 and 3 of your degree 

and counts for 120 Level 5 credits. During this time you will be able to utilise knowledge gained as part of your 

studies in a real work environment to gain ‘hands on’ experience. The University has a dedicated Careers & 

Employability team to help you find and prepare for a placement. Following your placement year, you will return to 

University to complete your final year of study.
